VOTING IS THE HALLMARK OF OUR DEMOCRACY

If an individual is eligible to vote, whether
they are incarcerated or not, that right must
be honored. As the Supreme Court noted in the
1964 case, Reynolds v. Sims:

Undoubtedly, the right of suffrage is

a fundamental matter in a free and
democratic society. Especially since the
right to exercise the franchise in a free
and unimpaired manner is preservative
of other basic civil and political rights,
any alleged infringement of the right of
citizens to vote must be carefully and
meticulously scrutinized.

In Johnson v. Prince George’s County Board of
Elections, two eligible voters detained in Prince
George’s County sued to get access to the ballot.
The Court denied their claim, because there
was no “official local or statewide policy [...].”

This bill will create a statewide policy, so
all eligible Maryland voters can access the
ballot, regardless of whether or not they are
incarcerated.
